Captain Hudson and the Criminal Investigation Bureau will be available for an update on the investigation; but please be aware that because it is an ongoing investigation, some information may not be available.  Community Liaison Officers will be present to discuss what commercial property owners and businesses can do to increase the safety of the area.  Finally, BID staff will give an overview of the effective strategies that have addressed other safety issues in the area and the next steps in making sure this doesn’t happen again.
